APPLICATION BY STEADINGS WINDFARM LIMITED FOR CONSENT TO ERECT A 66MW WIND
GENERATING STATION AT KIRKWHELPINGTON, NORTHUMBERLAND

NOTE TO THE INQUIRY ON DISTANCES TO PROPERTIES

During the cross-examination Mr Stewart Provan was asked about his evidence at 3.35 of SWFL 1/1. At
paragraph 6.35 Mr Provan quoted from Mr Goodrum’s evidence. At paragraph 7.7.4 Mr Goodrum’s
evidence says:

“Significant visual effects would be experienced by residents living within the settlements of Throckington,
Great Bavington and Knowsgate, and those living in properties within 1km of the turbines. None of the
properties would experfence effects sufficient to render them 'unliveable’ and all those less than 900m
form the nearest turbine would have an ongoing financial Interest in the proposal, which would
compensate for the visual impacts”.

CREDIT challenged this stating that not all individual properties with in 900 meters of the nearest turbine
have a financtal interest,

Mr Goodrum has reviewed the point and on reflection, concludes that this paragraph 7.7.4 is too
condensed; it fails to distinguish adequately between properties within the actual settlemeént of Great
Bavington and the more isolated properties. Mr Goodrum concludes that it would assist if paragraph 7.7.4
was clarified. This paragraph should now read:

“Significant visual effects would be experienced by residents living within the settiements of Throckington,
Great Bavington and Knowsgate, and those living in properties within 1km of the turbines. None of the
propertias would experience effects sufficient to render them 'unliveable’. Where there are individual
isolated propeities outside the se settlement which are less than 900m form the nearest
turbine all would have an ongeing financial interest in the proposal, which would campensate for the
visual impacts. ”

This clarification hopefully assists and Mr Goodrum will amplify it as necessary when giving evidence. He
does not change his assessment of the landscape and visual effects of Steadings Wind Farm.

This clarification is acknowledged by Mr Provan and Mr Provan asks that his evidence be read accordingly.

Review of properties with a Financial Interest in Steadings wind farm

At paragraph 3.16 of SWFL5.4 Mr Hayes confirmed that SWFL were currently reviewing those properties
with a financial Interest in the Steadings Wind farm.

This note confirms that those at the properties identified (but not represented) by Mr Short and CREDIT
do have a financial interest in the wind farm,

To assist the Inguiry, SWFL have produced two plans that identify those properties where people have a
financial interest in the Steadings wind farm. These plans are attached to this note.

The plans also outline a distance of 800m, 850m and 200m from the nearest turbine. The second plan
highlights the sltuation in relation to Great Bavington.

This plan is consistent with the evidence given by My Goodrum.
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
